The museum exhibits finds
from the agora and the cemeteries of
Sikyon, dating chiefly to the Hellenis-
tic and Roman periods.

Every two years, the Pan-
B2 hellenic athletic games,
the Nemea, were held in
the ancient stadium near
the temple of Zeus. Vic-
tors were crowned with
wild celery. The stadium,
which had a capacity of 40,000, consisted of the changing room, track, and
stepped rock-cut exedras for members of the audience. The stone starting-
point for the races had a mechanism, the hysplex, which ensured that all the
athletes started simultaneously.

Heracles performed his first labor, the slaying of the lion, in the mountains
of Nemea, and the Panhellenic Nemean Games were held every two years
at the sanctuary of Zeus. The center of the sanctuary is the magnificent tem-
ple of Zeus, which is being gradually restored. The archaeological museum
houses important finds from the excavations in the region. Among exhibits
that may be singled out are the so-called “Treasure” of Aidonig, finds from
the region’s Mycenaean cemetery, and objects connected with athletic ac-
tivities in Nemea.

Behind the city of ancient Corinth stands the fortified acropolis, Acrocor-
inth, one of the largest and oldest fortresses in the Peloponnese. Its imposing
walls belong almost entirely to the medieval period. The fortress was con-
nected with the history of Leo Sgouros, who commit-
ted suicide by jumping on horseback from the walls
in 1210 in order to avoid surrendering to the Franks,
who held the fortress until 1460, when it passed in-
to the control of the Turks. On the large plateau at
its summit, the ruins of the temple of Aphrodite and
other pre-Christian buildings are preserved, in addi-
tion to the remains of Christian churches and Turk- !
ish buildings.

Corinth, one of the greatest powers of ancient Greece, was continuously
inhabited from Neolithic to Byzantine times and founded important colonies
like Kerkyra (Corfu) and Syracuse. The Doric temple of Apollo, the theater,
and the central agora dominate the archaeological site. The agora pre-
serves the bema (speakers' platform) where the Apostle Paul preached to
the Corinthians.

The Museum houses the rich excavation finds from all periods, including
finds from the Prehistoric settlements, Roman statues, mosaic floors, murals,
and votives from the Asclepieion.

The museum, which is next to the archaeo-
logical site, exhibits finds from Isthmia and
Kenchreai, ancient Corinth's second port.
Exhibits that may be singled out include
a wooden door from the temple of Isis at
Kenchreai, the inlays of colored glass de-
picting birds, fish, plants and human figures,
a 7th c. BC marble perirrhanterion from the
temple of Poseidon, Corinthian tiles, and
an exceptional collection of weapons and
helmets.
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
